   STORMWATER RUNOFF
Remember that our water sources are primarily from springs that are close to the surface and from wells.  Here are a few ideas that you can do to help preserve our water system.

-If you cut the grass into the street pick it up so it does not wash down the street.

-Downspouts should drain to a planted area on your property.

-Use gravel or sand for traction on your walkways instead of rock salt.

-Do what you can on your property to prevent soil erosion. Plant grass or ground cover.

-Do not place chemicals including oil in the storm drains or on top of the ground.

There is a local law prohibiting the parking of vehicles in the area of the front yard except for in a driveway.  Front yard parking causes damage to the yard and results in large amounts of mud being transferred across the sidewalk. 
TAXES AND ESCROW
Many homeowners have their taxes held in escrow by a bank or mortgage company.  It is the duty of said banks and mortgage companies to request the tax bills for all accounts that they hold in escrow.  This must be done annually because escrow accounts may change often for various reasons.  If a formal request is not received by the clerk by May 29, the tax bill is sent to the property owner.  It is the responsibility of the property owner to then contact the bank or mortgage company to be sure that their taxes are paid through escrow.
