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BRUSH REMOVAL

The brush removal program is scheduled for Monday, May 11th. Please keep the brush away from trees and poles.  Place the brush parallel to the curb so the backhoe is able to grab the brush easily.  For further information contact the DPW at 657-7319. If you would like to drop off your brush, the DPW is open during regular working hours of 7:00 am- 4 pm Mondays through Thursdays, and from 7:30 am until 10 am on Fridays.  It will also be open on the last Saturday of the month in June, July, August and September from 9am-2pm.
VILLAGE BUDGET

The new budget will cost an average household $1.92 more per month and contains the following:

The tax levy will increase 6.4%, increasing the rate from $2.97/1000 assessed value to $3.14/1000.  A typical household assessed at $100,000 will pay an additional $17 in property taxes this year. This is necessary after 4 years of taxes at or below the tax cap.  We plan to do major improvement to the Park Place roadway around Elton Park and repair the intersection of South Ave. and Main St.  We also will be erecting a new storage building at the DPW to keep the vehicles inside during the winter months to eliminate the current problem of freezing equipment.
The water rate will not increase this year.
The sewer rate will increase $.50/mo. this year, in support of the new capital project that is scheduled to begin this summer, for an annual increase of $6.

TREE BENEFIT TOOL

I-Tree is a state-of-the-art software suite from the USDA Forest Service that provides forestry analysis and benefit assessment tools.

The I-Tree Design toll can help the individual homeowner estimate the benefit of existing trees around their property or plan plantings that will enhance their property and increase energy savings.

Used as a planning tool, this free software will help identify the best locations for various types of trees. The website is http://www.itreetools.org.
Remember that the village can only trim trees that are on the village right of way.  If you are planning on planting a new tree this year, please call the DPW before you dig to make sure you do not plant it in an area that may have an easement for a water or sewer line.  
STATEWIDE POLL OF GOVERNMENT
The Siena Research Institute did a statewide poll of registered voters, conducted February 9-12, to determine whether local or state government did a better job at three fundamental tasks: protect and manage money, understand and respond to needs, and get important things done. The results indicated that voters chose local government by a significant margin over state government.

However, many voters did not understand how much of their total property taxes were dedicated to school districts as opposed to municipal services.  Many voters estimated that 42% of their total taxes were for school and that 58% was for all other services.  In fact, the average school district taxes account for approx. 60% of total taxes collected.
